Every student must take all graduation requirement courses. Please refer to the
‘Graduation Check’ sheet that lists required classes and electives for each student. The
faculty advisor will help arrange classes and complete graduation checks upon request.
We encourage each family to track their student’s classes carefully.

UC Approved A-G Courses must be taken by any student who expects to apply to a
state university. Parents and students are expected to monitor courses and work with
their Faculty Advisor to make sure student is taking all required courses.

All students must pass Algebra 1. We have several different options for student to pass
this course. The faculty advisor and/or math teacher can discuss which options are best
for a student. We also support classes on campus to help students better understand and
pass the Algebra 1 course. Refer to the class schedule and the newsletter for Algebra 1
support classes and make every effort to attend.
